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NEW ROTARY LAWN MOWER CUTS MOWING TIME

NEW ATTACHMENTS

Two new Use-Multiplier Items have been
added to the list of Gravely attachments
since last year’s Gravely Gazette was pub-
lished.

The first is a Lawn Aerator . . . an at-
tachment which has been requested by our
TTsers for some time.

Designed to penetrate hard-packed soil
and loosen it to allow moisture and feed-
ing elements to reach the roots of the grass,
the Lawn Aerator is equipped with spe-
cially designed spiker teeth which are re-
versible.

Spring loading of the discs prevents tear-
ing on turns and protects the spike points
when rocks or other objects get in the way,
since it allows the teeth to tilt and slide
away.

A weight pan under the seat allows you
to adjust weight to suit yourself.

The second of the two new Use-Multi-
plier items is a snow and dirt Scoop.

Designed with a dumping feature, the
scoop can be used to ease such jobs as dirt
removal, snow removal grading, as well
as for transporting loads of top soil, sand,
gravel, etc.

A trip lever rope operates the dumping
mechanism.

New “Top Hat”
Mows 50 Inch Swath

Meet the new “Top Hat”—The aristocrat
of lawn mowers. With a 50 inch cutting
width, it’s Gravely’s answer to your many
requests for a wider rotary mower. It’s
been tested extensively for the past two
months and a half and will be ready for
you soon.

Anti-Scalping Skids

The “Top Hat” won’t scalp on irregu-
lar lawns. In the testing period we have
found that only small, high protuberances
—such as molehills—are touched by the
blades. The unique “partial skids,” which
are attached to the mower unit’s front,
act as baffles and carry the mower blades
over humps. These new skids touch the
ground only when it is out of level.

Cuts Clean-No Windrows

The combination of baffle and blade de-
sign has, under ordinary conditions, elim-
inated windrowing. The mower mulches
excellently to give a lawn that “well-
groomed” look.

The cutting height of the “Top Hat”
mower’s blades is quickly adjusted from
1 to 4 inches by raising or lowering the
blade spindles.

And the new unit puts less of a load on
the Gravely Engine than the Reel Gang
Mowers.

“WINTERIZE” YOUR GRAVELY

For those of you who take advantage of
the year round uses for the Gravely, we
remind you that a little extra attention
will make your winter jobs easier and more
efficient. Remember these few suggestions:

In your Tractor Engine, use Winter
Mobiloil Arctic (SAE 20W) or Mobiloil
Special (10W-30).

In your attachment gear housings, use
Mobiloil 90 (SAE 90).

Store your tractor in a heated building
or procure an engine heater (available
from your dealer, at little cost) to facili-
tate winter starting.

Use anti-ice additives in your gasoline
to prevent gas line or carburetor
freeze-ups.

Keep a FULL tank of gasoline to mini-
mize condensation and consequent
freezing.

Keep the vent on the gas tank cap free
from snow and /or ice. If it is allowed to
become closed up, it will cause a vapor
lock which will stop the tractor.
